SCRIPTURE READING 
  Romans 8:18–32 
 

For I consider that the sufferings of this present time are not 
worth comparing with the glory that is to be revealed to us. 
19 For the creation waits with eager longing for the revealing 
of the sons of God. 20 For the creation was subjected to 
futility, not willingly, but because of him who subjected it, in 
hope 21 that the creation itself will be set free from its 
bondage to corruption and obtain the freedom of the glory 
of the children of God. 22 For we know that the whole 
creation has been groaning together in the pains of 
childbirth until now. 23 And not only the creation, but we 
ourselves, who have the firstfruits of the Spirit, groan 
inwardly as we wait eagerly for adoption as sons, the 
redemption of our bodies. 24 For in this hope we were 
saved. Now hope that is seen is not hope. For who hopes 
for what he sees? 25 But if we hope for what we do not see, 
we wait for it with patience. 
 
26 Likewise the Spirit helps us in our weakness. For we do 
not know what to pray for as we ought, but the Spirit himself 
intercedes for us with groanings too deep for words. 27 And 
he who searches hearts knows what is the mind of the 
Spirit, because the Spirit intercedes for the saints according 
to the will of God. 28 And we know that for those who love 
God all things work together for good, for those who are 
called according to his purpose. 29 For those whom he 
foreknew he also predestined to be conformed to the image 
of his Son, in order that he might be the firstborn among 
many brothers. 30 And those whom he predestined he also 
called, and those whom he called he also justified, and 
those whom he justified he also glorified. 
 
31 What then shall we say to these things? If God is for us, 
who can be against us? 32 He who did not spare his own 
Son but gave him up for us all, how will he not also with him 
graciously give us all things?

PREACHING OF THE WORD  
  
  Words of Eternal Life 
    John 6:60–71 

 

When many of his disciples heard it, they said, “This is a 
hard saying; who can listen to it?” 61 But Jesus, knowing in 
himself that his disciples were grumbling about this, said to 
them, “Do you take offense at this? 62 Then what if you were 
to see the Son of Man ascending to where he was before? 
63 It is the Spirit who gives life; the flesh is no help at all. The 
words that I have spoken to you are spirit and life. 64 But 
there are some of you who do not believe.” (For Jesus knew 
from the beginning who those were who did not believe, 
and who it was who would betray him.) 65 And he said, “This 
is why I told you that no one can come to me unless it is 
granted him by the Father.” 
 
66 After this many of his disciples turned back and no longer 
walked with him. 67 So Jesus said to the twelve, “Do you 
want to go away as well?”
